Pros and Cons of Cell  Phones
pros

( makes life more convenient: easier and faster communication

( fun factor: text messaging, access to internet, download music, games, photos

( immediate contact

( help in case of emergency: call for direction if lost, call the police/the ambulance in case of an accident, call a friend when you are late

( internet access via mobile: use internet any time & anywhere, reply e-mails quickly without entering office

( provides safety for children: parents need not be worried

( additional functions: calculator, alarm clock

cons

( no personal life: you have to be available around the clock, people want to get hold of you when they need you; constant pressure to answer the phone, constant pressure to answer the phone

( interference with personal life: mobiles with camera functions intrude into privacy

( danger of misuse and addiction

( distraction: forget about more important things (friends, family, hobbies, school work …) 

( annoying when mobiles ring during a meeting 

( negative effect on health: radiation might cause illnesses (headache, ear defects, brain tumor …)

( social alienation: spend less time with friends, family; people alienate themselves

( accidents: phoning while driving

( cyber bullying: = a bullying act using offensive words and behavior via text messaging, chatting, e-mail
