Daycares don’t care

Plenty of studies have shown that day care can have many negative effects on children, including increased aggression and stress. My time at the day care proved to me the truth of such statements. With four younger children of my own and many babysitting jobs, it was shocking to me when I first observed the errant behavior of many of the kids at the day care...

Children would often cry for their mothers or fathers all the day, or constantly ask, “When’s my mommy coming to get me?” Besides the desire to be reunited with parents, many kids would act out and misbehave regularly. The worst cases of misbehavior included children biting, punching, and kicking other children, as well as screaming on a daily basis and having absolutely no respect for the staff or any kind of authority figure. One three year old would bite himself until he bled if he was angry for any reason.
